3) Close supervisionis necessary if therearechildrenorpetsnearthe massage
chair. [tisadvisedthatthereisatleasta 10 feetdistance fromchildrenand pets.

4) Use thismassage chair only for its intended useas described inthis manual.
Donotuse attachments notrecommended by the manufacturer.

5) Never operatethis massage chair ifit has adamaged cord orplug, if itis not
working properly, if ithas been droppedor damaged, orhas significant contact
with liquids,Contact your servicecenter for examinationand repair.

6) Do grab the chair by the power cord or any other cable when moving the
massage chair.

7) Keep thecord away from heated surfaces.

8) Never operatethe massage chair withthe air ventsblocked. Keep theair
openings/vents free oflint, hair,and other obstructions.

9) Never dropor insert any object into any opening.

10) Do notuse outdoors.

11)  Donot operate whereaerosol (spray) productsare being used or where
oxygen is beingadministered.

12)  To disconnect, turnall controls tothe offposition, then unplug from the
outlet.
